     In mid-April, Sudan will hold its first election in 24 years. Survivors of genocide – abused and silenced for too 
long – may finally get the chance to stand up against indicted war criminal Omar al-Bashir, Sudan’s current 
president. 

      This is a critical time in Sudan’s life and history. As election time approaches (April 11-18), I hope people 
throughout Holston will set aside a time each day to fervently pray for a peaceful and just election. In January 
2011, the people of southern Sudan will have the opportunity to vote to secede from the North. That vote will 
decide the foreseeable future for this country, according to the Rev. Boo Hankins and the Rev. Phyllis Hankins, 
who are now serving in south Sudan for Holston Conference   

       Holston has committed to a three-year mission emphasis on Sudan. We’ve sent eight mission teams (73 
missioners) to Sudan since 2006, when the first team went on a fact-finding mission to Yei. Several of the 73 have 
traveled to Sudan more than once to support Holston’s covenant with the East Africa Annual Conference. The 
team focuses have included teacher training, pastor training, Bible school, medical care, micro-enterprise 
development, construction, and relationship building.  Two more teams are scheduled to go soon. On Feb. 22, Art 
Masker and Sam Puckett (both of Holston Home for Children) and Libby Dearing will depart for Sudan on the 
second of a two-trip mission. They will complete their consultation with Sudanese officials on how to provide 
care for the many orphans in south Sudan.  On April 1, another team will depart for Yei with two goals: to 
evaluate how Holston can best support sustainable medical care, and to complete construction of the Hankins 
parsonage. As you pray for the election, please also pray for these teams and the people they will serve.  

      Boo and Phyllis Hankins continue to struggle with the challenges and complexities of serving in Africa, yet 
they report that the church in Yei is healthy and growing. Boo is appointed as superintendent of the Yei District in 
the East Africa Conference. Together, Boo and Phyllis have represented Christ to those who help in so many 
ways. They have specifically requested prayers for the following:  

· Swift facilitation of the boreholes (wells) for churches in Yei 

* Development of United Methodist churches for the Congolese refugees and Upper Nile area, including 
three in Malakal and four in Akobo 

* Development of a new church in Wau 

· Strength, comfort, healing, care, and hope for the Sudanese people who have endured so much 

     I offer this prayer from the book, “Like Breath and Water: Praying With Africa,” by Ciona D. Rouse: 

Thank you for being constant throughout the ages. 

When we are friendless, you are our friend. 

When we are orphaned, you are our parent. 

When we are peaceful, you are our peace.
